III. Definition (自选6个) 

Langue：is considered as an abstract system or a social institution, being the common possession of a speech community. Langue is the system of a language, the language as a system of signs, whereas parole is actual speech, the speech acts make possible by the language. Langue is what the individual assimilates when he learns a language; it is social and abstract and enables the members of a speech community to communicate linguistically.

Phone：A phone is a phonetic unit or segment. The speech sounds we hear and produce during linguistic communication are all phones.

Morpheme：the smallest unit of language that carries information about meaning or function. It includes free morphemes and bound morphemes.

Duality：Language is a system, which consists of two sets of structures, or two levels. At the lower or the basic level there is a structure of sounds, which are meaningless by themselves. But the sounds of language can be grouped and regrouped into a large number of units of meaning, which are found at the higher level of the system.

Semantics：is the study of meaning. More specifically, semantics is the study of the meaning of linguistic units, words and sentences in particular.
Pragmatics：The study of meaning in context of use is called pragmatics.
Displacement：Language can be used to refer to things which are present or not present, real or imagined matters in the past, present, or future, or in far-away places. This property provides speakers with an opportunity to talk about a wide range of things, free from barriers caused by separation in time and place.
Minimal pair：When two different phonetic forms are identical in every way except for one sound segment which occurs in the same place in the string , the two forms(i. e., word) are supposed to form a “minimal pair”, e.g., “pill” and “bill”, “pill” and “till”, “till” and “dill”, “till” and “kill”, etc.
Clipping：Clipping refers to the abbreviation of longer words or phrases, e.g. fridge-refrigerator. 
Syntax: Syntax is the study of the part of the human linguistic system that determines how sentences are put together our of words.

Homophones：When two words are identical in sound, they are homophones.


Illocutionary act: An illocutionary act is the act of expressing the speaker’s intention; it is the act performed in saying something. 

IV. Questions

How are affixes classified? Please illustrate with examples.

Suggested answer:

Considering the free and bound morpheme, affix is the collective term for the type of formative that can be used only when added to another morpheme, so it is naturally bound.

Depending on their position with reference to the root or stem of the word, affixes are generally classified into three subtypes, namely, prefix, suffix, and infix. For examples, para- as prefix, -tion as suffix, and -bloomingly- in word abso-bloomingly-luty as infix.

Affix can also be classified depending on the distinction between inflectional affixes and derivational affixes. The former often only add a minute grammatical function to the stem and do not change the word class of the word they attach to; while the latter are very productive in making new words and often change the lexical meaning. For instances, -s in words toys, walks and John‘s is inflectional affixes, while ―-tion is a derivational affix in word recitation.
